_apartment must have working smoke alarms. Test them
% monthly and notify the landlord immediately if they're
not working. Dead batteries must be replaced right
away. Nuisance alarms can be avoided by making sure
smoke alarms are not located too close to the kitchen or
bathroom. Consider getting a smoke alarm with a hush
feature. Smoke alarms should be checked after any extended absence
such as Christmas break and reading week. Never tamper with or disable a smoke alarm.
